House tackles welfare fraud

HARRISBURG - The state House yesterday amended a bill
designed to publicize problems at personal-care homes to
include Republican-sponsored measures to combat welfare

fraud.

The bill would require the Public Welfare Department to post
on the Internet incidents in which personal-care home resi-
dents are severely injured, or have their rights violated or
money misused.

It also mandates disclosure of communicable disease out-
breaks, food poisoning, assault, abuse complaints, prescrip-
tion-drug errors, and criminal convictions of home workers.

The House amended the bill to require most welfare recipi-
ents to apply for benefits in their home counties, make the
Public Welfare Department publicly post a variety of federal
reports, and add the recipient's photograph to welfare bene-
fit cards. (Editor’s note: May cut down on Fraud, Hmmm?)

The photo-card provision got the closest vote, passing 173-
25, with vigorous opposition from some Philadelphia and
Pittsburgh Democrats.

"Class-wise, and somewhat ethnic-wise, we're going to insult
an awful lot of people," said Rep. Joseph Preston Jr. (D., Alle-

gheny).

The bill awaits a final vote in the House.
